With over 4,040 matches played at ages U11-U14 over the last twelve (12) weeks of league play in the
Washington Youth Soccer’ BPSL,theUS C| u b PugebScundeéPremies League (PSPL) and the
Washington Youth Soccer’ Regional Club League (RCL), the NPSL is pleased report it has recorded the
lowest average goal differentiation in all matches played. Logging a superior match average goal
differential (GD) of 1.26 comparedtothe PSP L ' s G ihe NPYL haddeliBe@d matches that are
30% more competitive than the PSPL. What is more impressive is the NPSL has led in this head-to-head
league statistic every week during fall competition. In comparison, the RCL has delivered an average GD
of 1.33, quite comparable to the NPSL. Washington Youth Soccer BU14-BU19 State League delivered an
average GD of 1.58.

Adhering to one of its founding principle of regionalized play that supports family-friendly convenience,
the NPSL continues to maintain the highest team density for match play. The number of select teams
playing in the NPSL league has now surged towards 280 teams, most in a close geographic region. By
maintaining high team density in its region and having become the largest non-premier competitive
youth soccer league for fall play in the state (inclusive of US Club Soccer and US Youth Soccer), the NPSL
has been able to deliver the shortest average travel commutes to matches. This gives back to the NPSL

This volunteer energy combined with
reinvestment of league registration income back into automation of league management systems has
kept the NPSL operating costs to the absolute minimum for a competitive select league. When this
economical league delivery is paired with the much lower travel costs, it represents the greatest value in
competitive youth select soccer play in Washington Youth. The comparative savings per NPSL member
